❧ A Proclamation for auoiding the conſumption of Coyne and Bullion.

WHereas the Kings Maieſtie, by ſundry Proclamations, did heretofore reſtraine and forbid the vnlawfull melting and fining of Gold and Siluer, and the making of Gold and Siluer Threed, Gold and Siluer Foliat, and other like Manufactures, and not finding the effect, which his Highnes aymed at, did grant a Char­ter of incorporation to the Gouernour, Aſſiſtants, and Com­minalty of Gold-Wyerdrawers of the citie of London, hoping, by re­ducing thoſe Trades vnder order and gouernment, to auoyde the vnneceſſary waſt and conſumption of Coyne and Bullion within this Realme: But his Maieſtie hauing fully vnderſtood, aſwell by the complaint of his Commons in the late Seſſion of Parlia­ment, as vpon diligent triall, and examination of that buſineſſe by the Lords of his Priuie Counſell, that not onely the ſaid Corporation (which is thereupon reuoked and declared to be void) but alſo the manufacture of Gold and Siluer Threed, Gold and Siluer Foliat, Purles, Oes, Spangles, and other like, are vnfit to be continued within this Realme; his Maieſtie is reſolued to aboliſh the ſaid Manufactures, and to put in execution the good and wholeſome Lawes of this Realme, againſt thoſe, and other like meanes, of the conſumption of Coyne and Bullion in this Kingdome; And therefore his Maieſtie doeth hereby ſtraitly charge and command, that no Finer of Gold or Siluer, nor Parter of the ſame by fire or water, from hencefoorth allay no fine Siluer, nor Gold, nor none ſell in any other wiſe, ne to any perſon or perſons, but onely to the Officers of his Maieſties Mints, Changes and Goldſmithes, within this Realme, onely for the augmentation, and amending of Coyne and Plate; And that no Fi­ner nor Finers, Parter nor Parters, ſell to no perſon any manner of Siluer, in Maſſe, molten and allaied; And that no Goldſmith within this Realme, melt or allay any fine Siluer, but one­ly for making of Amelles, and for amending of Plate, to make it as good as Sterling, as by the Statute in that caſe is prouided; nor that they ſell no fine Siluer, nor other Siluer allaied, molten into Maſſe, to any perſon or perſons whatſoeuer, nor one Goldſmith to another, but that the Statute in this bahalfe, made in the fourth yeere of the Reigne of his Maieſties moſt noble progenitor, King Henry the ſeuenth, bee in all points duely obſerued and kept, vpon paine, that euery perſon offending to the contrary ſhall incurre his Maieſties high indigna­tion, and ſuch puniſhment, as by the Lawes, or his Maieſties Prerogatiue Royall, may bee inflicted for ſuch miſdemeanour and contempt.
