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WHereas the Marriners lately imployed in our ſeruice, might not be diſmiſſed, vntill due ſatiſfaction made of their wages, and We haue, and ſtill doe take care with all the ſpeed Wee may, to diſcharge, and make payment of their entertainements, and in the meane time ſee to prouide for them, that they may not want that which is neceſſary for their lodging and dyet, fitting for their quality: And as it is fit, that whileſt they remaine in Our pay, they ſhould be reſtrained from thoſe outrages, and tumultuous aſſemblies, which they dayly runne into, vnder pretence of their wants. And whereas, by the aduice of Our Priuie Counſell, We haue already giuen order to the deputy Lieute­nants, and Iuſtices of Peace of Our County of Middleſex, for the billetring of the ſaid Marri­ners, in, and about the Townes, of Wapping, Ratcliffe, Limehouſe, Blackwall, and Stepney, in Our ſaid County, to the end the ſame may be orderly performed: Theſe are to will and command, that the Purſer of euery Ship, with two, or three onely of the Officers of the Ship, bringing with them a true liſt of the number, & names of the Marriners of the ſeuerall Ships reſpectiuely, ſhall re­paire to the Commiſſioners of Our Nauy, and ſhall from them receiue Tickets, directing each Marriner contained in the ſaid Liſt, to the place & houſe where he is to be Billeted; vpon receipt of which Ticket, by each Marriner from the Purſer, he is to repaire to the place directed by ſuch Ticket, where he ſhall bee prouided of meate, drinke, and lodging, according to the rate of three ſhillings and ſixe pence the weeke, which we will iuſtly and duely ſatiſfie.
And We doe further will and command, that no Marriner doe preſume to make their addreſſe to Our ſaid Commiſſioners, or any others, vnder pretence of want of their wages, or prouiſion for them, in greater numbers, or otherwiſe, then as aforeſaid; And if they, or any of them or any others vnder that pretext, ſhall from henceforth preſume to aſſemble together in multitudes, or commit any outrages, or diſorders, as formerly they haue done, Wee doe further will and com­mand, That the Lord Maior, and Aldermen of Our Citie of London, within the ſaid Citie and Liberties thereof, and the Lords Lieutenants, and Deputy Lieutenants of Our ſaid Countie of Middleſex, and Counties adiacent, doe rayſe and arme their Trained Bands reſpectiuely, and doe therewith repell their inſolencies, and aſſaile them in hoſtile manner, as rebels to the State, and enemies to the common Peace, and Gouernment of the ſame, Of which Our Royall com­mand, in, and concerning the premiſſes, We doe hereby will and require all and euery perſon and perſons, to take knowledge, and thereunto to yeeld due obedience, at their vttermoſt perils.
Giuen at Our Court at White-Hall, the ſeuenteenth day of February in the third yeere of Our Reigne of Great Britaine, France, and Ireland.

Editorial practices
EEBO-TCP is a partnership between the Universities of Michigan and Oxford and the publisher ProQuest to create accurately transcribed and encoded texts based on the image sets published by ProQuest via their Early English Books Online (EEBO) database (http://eebo.chadwyck.com). The general aim of EEBO-TCP is to encode one copy (usually the first edition) of every monographic English-language title published between 1473 and 1700 available in EEBO.
EEBO-TCP aimed to produce large quantities of textual data within the usual project restraints of time and funding, and therefore chose to create diplomatic transcriptions (as opposed to critical editions) with light-touch, mainly structural encoding based on the Text Encoding Initiative (http://www.tei-c.org).
The EEBO-TCP project was divided into two phases. The 25,363 texts created during Phase 1 of the project have been released into the public domain as of 1 January 2015. Anyone can now take and use these texts for their own purposes, but we respectfully request that due credit and attribution is given to their original source.
Users should be aware of the process of creating the TCP texts, and therefore of any assumptions that can be made about the data.
Text selection was based on the New Cambridge Bibliography of English Literature (NCBEL). If an author (or for an anonymous work, the title) appears in NCBEL, then their works are eligible for inclusion. Selection was intended to range over a wide variety of subject areas, to reflect the true nature of the print record of the period. In general, first editions of a works in English were prioritized, although there are a number of works in other languages, notably Latin and Welsh, included and sometimes a second or later edition of a work was chosen if there was a compelling reason to do so.
Image sets were sent to external keying companies for transcription and basic encoding. Quality assurance was then carried out by editorial teams in Oxford and Michigan. 5% (or 5 pages, whichever is the greater) of each text was proofread for accuracy and those which did not meet QA standards were returned to the keyers to be redone. After proofreading, the encoding was enhanced and/or corrected and characters marked as illegible were corrected where possible up to a limit of 100 instances per text. Any remaining illegibles were encoded as <gap>s. Understanding these processes should make clear that, while the overall quality of TCP data is very good, some errors will remain and some readable characters will be marked as illegible. Users should bear in mind that in all likelihood such instances will never have been looked at by a TCP editor.
The texts were encoded and linked to page images in accordance with level 4 of the TEI in Libraries guidelines.
Copies of the texts have been issued variously as SGML (TCP schema; ASCII text with mnemonic sdata character entities); displayable XML (TCP schema; characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or text strings within braces); or lossless XML (TEI P5, characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or TEI g elements).
