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WIlliam Lord Ruſſel, Thomas Walcot, John Rouſe, and William Hone, having been Convicted of High Treaſon, for Conſpi­ring the Death of the King, &c. were this 14th of July brought into the Court to receive Sentance of Death; and the Lord Ruſſell being ſet before the Bar, the Clerk demanded (ſeeing he was found Guilty of High-Treaſon, and by the Law ought to dye) what he had to ſay, why Judgement ſhould not paſs againſt him, &c. To which he replyed, That he did not conceive a deſign to Leavy War was a direct intent to Murther the King, with which in the Indictment he was charged, and therefore deſired that his Indictment might be read, which was by the Court accordingly granted: After which he declared, that he had been informed, that Lea­vying [Page]of War did not comprehend the killing of the King; to which the Court replyed, that the Verdict had paſſed, and that, both the Court and his Lordſhip were bound by Law to ſtand to, as not being in their power to alter; and that ſeeing it was the Kings pleaſure to de­mand Judgement by his Attorney General, it was the part of the Court to give that Judgement as the Law had allotted for Crimes of that nature, deſiring him to think of another ſtate; and Mr. Attorney openly de­manding Judgement, Mr. Recorder in the name of the Court pronounced the Sentance, That He William Ruſſell Eſq; ſhould be lead to the place from whence he came, and from thence be drawn upon a Hurdle to the place of Execution, and there to be Hanged up by the Neck, then to be cut down alive, his Bowels to be taken out, and his Privy-Members to be cut off and burned before his Face, his Head to be ſeverred from his Body, and his Body to be devided in four quarters, and to be diſpoſed of at the pleaſure of the King: After which, his Lordſhip returned to Newgate.
Then Thomas Wallcot, William Hone, and John Rouſe were ſet to the Bar, and in like manner demanded what they could ſay in ſtay of Execution? Upon which the two former, viz. Wallcot and Hone deſired only that their Friend might come freely to viſit them, which by the Court was granted; after which Hone deſired time to Repent. The latter, viz. Rouſe, made a long preamble, but to no purpoſe. After which, Mr. Recorder paſſed the ſame Sentance upon them as had paſſed upon the Lord Ruſſell, earneſtly admoniſhing, that as their Crimes were great, and of the higheſt nature, that ſo their Re­pentance might be accordingly.
Sentance paſſed, they returned from whence they came, to expect the juſt reward of their Treaſon.
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
