THe City of London and ten miles about to pay the ſaid Rates within four dayes after the proclaiming thereof, and in all other places within ten dayes after.
If any ſhall be wilfull and refuſe to pay according to theſe Rates, he ſhall pay the Rate double, and the Officer after lawfull demand, (in caſe of non-pay­ment, is to diſtrain; and if not paid within four dayes after, the Diſtreſſe to be ſold, and if any overplus, to be returned to the Owner: and ſuch perſon is liable to further puniſhment as the Parliament ſhall think fit.
If any ſhall diſſwade or counſell not to pay according hereunto; or if any that ſeſſe, ſhall conſent for ſeſſing any under theſe Rates for any by-ends, and proved by two witneſſes, they ſhall be committed till they have anſwered it at the next quarter Seſſions.
If any deſigned to collect ſhall neglect his duty herein, he ſhall be accountable to the King and Parliament, and liable to their cenſure.
If any ſhall lend any ſummes of money, it will be very acceptably taken, and ſhall have eight in the hundred by the yeer, and the Principall repaid in due time.
Such as are under-rated of what they were in the former Subſidies, from five pounds land and upward, and ſeven pounds ten ſhillings goods, and upward; then five pound lands to pay five pounds; and ten pound lands ten pounds, and ſo upwards; and of goods two thirds of what he is ſeſſed proportionably.
If any Archbiſhops or Biſhops Rate ſhall come to leſſe by this Rate than a double Tenth of what he is in the Kings bookes, then he ſhall pay a double Tenth.
A limitation to ſpare ſome places nominated in the ſaid Act at large, who have been at charge for billetting of ſouldiers.
And laſtly, all the Rates to be paid in currant Engliſh money, and none in farthings, for the more expedition.
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
