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IT might have been reaſonably ima­gined that former Examples ſhould have been ſufficient, to have put a ſtop to thoſe Factious Spirits; who have all along made it their buſineſs to diſburb the Peace of this Nation, but 'tis Evident, (either tranſported with Malice, or a deſire to advance themſelves upon the Ruin of their Country;) they have been of late, more and more reſtleſs, pulling off by degrees the Veil of diſſimu­lation, and in the end, divers of them; to their Shame and Confuſion, have drawn that ruin upon themſelves which they in­tended to others, by enterprizing an un­natural Rebellion againſt the beſt of Prin­ces, though altogether without ſucceſs; for on the 6th, of July laſt being utterly broken and ſubdued; a great part of them there, or ſoon after taken Priſoners: [Page]Thoſe that were taken, were ſecured in divers Priſons, of which, theſe whoſe Names follow having been put into the hands of Juſtice, divers of them upon their Arraignments confeſſed the Indict­ments, and the reſt putting themſelves upon Tryal were found Guilty of theHigh-Treaſon as layd in their Indictments, it appearing they were either taken on the 6th. of July laſt, upon the defeat of the Rebels Army near Bridgewater, or ſoon after; and they having nothing materi­al to offer in their own behalf, received Sentence of Death for High-Treaſon, on the 10th of this Inſtant September, 1685. Sixty Seven of them were at that time, ordered to be Executed at Seven adjacent Towns, as thus,
At Lyme in the County of Dorſet twelve, viz.

All which were carryed back to be kept in ſafe Cuſtody till further Orders are taken for their diſpoſal: And thus by their raſh and unadviſedneſs they brought themſelves to diſgrace, who otherwiſe might have lived peaceably and happy in their Stations and been profitable to their Country.
By this it is to be perceived how much Loyalty and Obedience is to be prefered before Diſloyalty and Stubbor­neſs, how much a calm and peaceable Temper exceeds a reſtleſs and unſatisfied [Page]Diſpoſition, ſuch a one, as commonly pre­dominates in theſe kind of People, whom no mildneſs can win nor favours oblige, even to be kind to themſelves; for what more can be expected by Subjects than to live in Peace and Tranquillity under a gracious Prince, whoſe benign influence diſpences to all good Men an entire ſa­tisfaction, encouraging them cheerfully to proceed in thoſe meaſures that conti­nue and increaſe their good repute and felicity, making them deteſt and abhor that Itch of Rebellion which has ever tranſported the Faction to a degree of diſ­quiet and diſcontent, though it is plain that God has often blaſted their wicked machinations and contrivances in private and publick, and given them tokens of his diſpleaſure, though hardned in them­ſelves, they have refuſed all reproof, not­withſtanding their pretenſions are Con­ſcience and Religion, but what ſhare or juſt claim they have to either, they have made apparent to the World, and out­done in their attempts (to promote their wicked purpoſes) the very Mahometans, who though Infidels hold their Prince ſacred, that their Governours ought to be obeyed, and the peace of the Govern­ment they live under preſerved inviolate amongſt themſelves, as far as their en­deavours are capable of rendering it hap­py, and keeping matters in good order; and in that far out doing our pretended Zealots.
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
