A famous battell fought by the Earle of Bedford against the Marques of Hartford and the Lord Pawle and the rest of the cava- [sic] who was ready to take shipping for Wales. Declaring the manner of the Earle of Bedfords obtaining the victory, there being slain almost 100. cavaleers, and not above 29. of our side. Whereunto is annexed the great guard that Prince Charles hath about Ludlow Castle. Also notifying the 3. shires that hath taken an enforced protestation to assist His Majesty against both Houses of Parliament. Brought to London by the last post.
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THE Marqueſſe of Hartford ſince his going from Sher­born Caſtle in Som­merſetſhire, hath had but very bad ſucceſſe, Fortune hath frowned on him very much, for at his arrivall neere Miniard a Sea Towne not farre diſtant from Wales, they trou­bled all the Counties in their march, inſo­much [Page] that on Wedneſday night laſt, all the ſhop windows were at Myniard ſhut up, every man Armed, and the Towne guarded, expecting daily the arivall of the Earle of Bedford and the reſt of the Parlia­forces, and according to their expectation the Earle, and with ſome 500. Horſe, and ſome foote, upon the 25. of this moneth, And at his comming neere the Towne, the Marqueſſe ſent out Colonell Lunsford with 4. or 5. troops of horſe, to give him a charge but they had been better to have kept with in their bounds, for at their comming the Earle ſent many thundring Meſſengers to welcome them which ſoon cauſed them to retreate, and to fly for ſuccor and releife to the reſt of their forces; The Earle being within halfe a mile of the town, he ſent out ſtrict Warrants to all the Mannors that were thereabouts, to with draw all thei [...] Ships and Barks from that place, for the better hindring of the Marqueſſe from his going into wales by Sea, and at his arivall [Page] there; The Major of Briſtoll having in­formation and intelligence of it, they im­mediately ſent out divers Ships to ſecure that Fort Towne and to hinder the Mar­queſſe and the reſt of his confedrates from going into Wales, All the Caſtles therea­bouts was ſtrongly guarded and Fortified for the KING and Parliament, inſomuch that the Marqueſſe would not poſeſſe him­ſelfe of any of them, the Earle having thus ſecured thoſe parts, he drew his Forces neere the Town, and upon the 29. of this moneth let fly divers peeces of Ordnance at the Marqueſſe and his confederates, inſomuch that they were forced to ſend a parley and have produced bloody effects. Notwith­ſtanding all which, and divers other inſuf­ferable injuries, ſo confident were we of his Majeſties former profeſsions, never to refuſe any Petition preſented by his peo­ple to him in any humble way, that we de­ſiſted not to wait our beſt time to preſent ſo after ſome hours, and at the ſame con­cluded [Page] to have a generall meeting with their Forces within two houres, which was accordingly done, and at their com­ming into the fields, they reſolved to try their power and ſtrength againſt each o­ther, where Captaine Belfore, a moſt No­ble and deſerving Souldier, drew up 200. Horſe and gave fire againſt the Enemy, in­ſomuch that divers of them were ſoone ſtrucke from off their horſes, and after the ſpace of three houres fight, the Marqueſſe and his Forces made a retreat, and betook themſelves to the Towne; and it is re­ported, that ſome of their chiefeſt Com­manders are fled, the Earle is reſolved not to returne without honour; by the next Poſt you ſhall heare more, till then farewell.
[Page]  The Kings Majeſty upon the 28. of this Moneth marched with his Army from Cheſter towards Shrewesbury, where it is thought hee will have a meeting with the Earle of Eſſex, and there to treat with him concerning the Affaires of this King­dome, but the Cavaleers are very unwil­ling that His Majeſty ſhould come to any agreement; For upon the 29 of this Month his Excellencie the Earle of Eſſex, having gott [...] poſseſſion of the City of of Worceſter, the Towne having informed him that there was much Gun-powder laid in ſome Sellar neer to the Town Hall and as it was confeſſed by ſome that were taken priſoners, it was to blow up his Ex­cellencie, and to deſtroy as many of his Forces as they could.
This Plot was diſcovered by a worthy Gentleman, one Maſter John Jackſon, an Inhabitant of the ſaid City of Worceſter, Septem. 29.
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It is credibly reported, that by His Ma­jeſties ſpeciall Command Prince Charles is guarded with 200. horſe and 400 foot in the Caſtle of Ludlow, the Trained Band alſo doth daily lye there pretending to guard his highneſse Perſon in theſe trou­bleſome times.
It is alſo reported for certaine, That three Shires thereabouts, namely, Shrop­ſhire, Denbi-ſhire, Flintſhire, have taken a forced Proteſtation to aſſiſt his Majeſtie againſt both houſes of Parliament, but it is thought their Reſolution in that will not hold long, for when the Parliaments For­ces ſhall be preſent to aſſiſt them, for they want helpe and encour [...]gers, ſuch as the Lord Fairefaxe and Sir John Hotham in Yorkeſhire.
