And for the former, the contrary is ſo notoriouſly manifeſt, that all relating to the Church know, that, that part of the Liturgy aſſigned for Muſick, was never but variouſly Compos'd by all that undertook it; Witneſs the Excellent Compoſitions of Mr. Tallis, Byrd, Gibbons (and others, their and our Co-temporaries) on the Te Deum, Commandements, Preces, Pſalms, Magnificat, &c. in uſe to this day, both in His Majeſties Chappel, and the Cathedralls in this Nation. And to ſpeak rationally, ſhould it be otherwiſe, Art would be no more Art, Compoſers uſeleſs, and Science Pinion'd for deſtruction. If therefore, in imitation of them, I have according to Art, and the nature of the words, contrived and varied this little Compoſition; and, as to the true manner of ſpeaking, conducted it in the mid way between the two Extremes of Gravity and Levity; I hope I may without oſtentation affirm my ſelf guiltleſs, and return the Crime from whence it came; Æſop's Maunger. And here might I fairly take notice of a thing lately crawl'd into the world, under the notion  [...] Compoſition, which is the height of its performance is both out of Time, out of Tune, and yet all to the ſame Tune, had I the itch of retalliation; but ſince the Accuſer has been pleas'd to paſſe a publick cenſure on the tender of my duty, I ſhall only at preſent take the fre [...]dom (though 'twas ne'r intended for a publick view) in this manner to expoſe it; that all capable of judging, may ſee, there's neither Hereſie, nor Schiſm, nor any thing of difficulty as to performance, either in the matter or form of it. In fi [...]e, this Vindication offers at no more, than denying thoſe to be Judges in Science, who are ignorant of its Principles.
