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‘DOMINVS ILLVMINATIO MEA’

Advertiſements from the Delegates of Convocation for his Majeſties Reception for the Heads of Houſes to deliver with great charge unto their Com­panies.
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1.THAT they Admoniſh all ſuch as are under their Charge that they appear no where abroad during the Kings abode in the Univerſity without their Capps and Gowns ſuitable to their Degree and condition, and that their Hair and Apparell be ſuch as the Statutes preſcribe.
2. That no Scholar of what Condition ſoever ſhall preſume to go out to meet the King, either on foot or on Horsback, or to be at, or upon the Way where the King is to come, but ſhall attend in that place and poſture where­in he ſhall be required to be, upon notice from his Superiors.
3. That no Scholar come into the preſence, or neer any of the Kings Offices, as his Kitchin, But­tery or any Places about the Court, eſpecially about Meale times.
4. That on Saturday in the afternoon at the ringing of St. Maries great Bell, all Perſons Graduats and others (that do not ride out with Mr. Vice-chancellor) forthwith repair to the Schooles Qua­drangle, thence to go in order to the Street above Chriſt Church Weſt Gate, there to ſtand in Ranck one by one on each ſide of the Street as farr as Bocardo, the Noble-Men and Doctors ſtanding next to the Gate, and so the reſt according to their Quality and Degree, and there to remain quietly till his Majeſtie and his Train be paſſed, and then every man immediatly to depart to his College or Hall.
5. That the ſame order be obſerved, mutatis mutandis, at what time his Majeſtie ſhall be pleaſed to Viſit the Library, all being required to meet in order thereunto in Oriel College Quadrangle to receive directions from Mr. Vice-chancellor and thoſe that have Procuratorial Power, who shall place them in convenient Stations from the Schooles South-Gate to Chriſt Church Eaſt-Gate, the Seniors ſtill ſtanding next the Schooles. And as ſoone as his Majeſtie and his Train shall have enter'd the Schooles, every one is required to depart to his own College or Hall, to be in readineſs to attend upon his Majeſtie if he shall be pleaſed to viſit any of the Colleges.
If any shall offend againſt any of thoſe Orders he shall (beſide the ordinary punishment of the ſtatutes to be inflicted upon him) be enter'd alſo into the Black-Booke, and ſo kept back from his Degree, and all Maſters that are intruſted with the Procuratorial Power, are required virtute ju­ramenti to ſee the Orders executed and punctually obſerved.
The names of the Maſters of Arts that have a Procuratorial Power committed to them during his Majeſties abode in the Univerſity.
