WHereas We have Reſolved by the Favour and Bleſſing of God to Celebrate the So­lemnity of Our Royal Coronation upon the Eleventh Day of April next at Our Palace at Weſtminſter; and foraſmuch as by Ancient Cuſtoms and Vſages of this Realm, as alſo in regard of divers Tenures of ſundry Mannors, Lands, and o­ther Hereditaments, many of Our Loving Subjects do Claim, and are bound to do and perform divers ſeveral Services on the ſaid Day, and at the time of the Co­ronation, as in Times precedent their Anceſtors, and thoſe from whom they Claim, have done and performed at the Coronations of Our Predeceſſors, Kings and Queens of this Realm: We therefore out of Our Princely Care for the Preſerva­tion of the lawful Rights and Inheritances of Our Loving Subjects whom it may concern, have thought fit to give Notice, and Publiſh Our Reſolution therein, and do hereby give Notice of, and Publiſh the ſame accordingly. And We do hereby further ſignifie, that by Our Commiſſion under Our Great Seal of England, We have Appointed and Authorized Our Right Truſty and Right Welbeloved Couſin and Councellor Thomas Earl of Danby, Preſident of Our Council; Our Right Truſty and Entirely Beloved Couſin and Councellor George Marqueſs of Hallifax, Our Keeper of Our Privy Seal; Our Right Truſty and Right Entirely Beloved Couſin and Councellor Henry Duke of Norfolk, Earl Marſhal of England; Our Right Truſty and Entirely Belo­ved Couſin and Councellor Charles Marqueſs of Wincheſter; Our Right Truſty and Right Welbeloved Couſin and Councellor Robert Earl of Lindſey, Great Chamberlain of England; Our Right Truſty and Right Welbe­loved Couſin and Councellor William Earl of Devonſhire, Steward of Our Houſhold; Our Right Trusty and Right Welbeloved Couſin and Councellor Charles Earl of Dorſet and Middleſex, Chamberlain of Our Houſhold; Our Right Truſty and Right Welbeloved Couſin and Councellor Charles Earl of Shrewsbury, one of Our Prin­cipal Secretaries of State; Our Right Truſty and Welbeloved Couſin and Councellor Francis Viſcount Newport, Treaſurer of Our Houſhold; The Right Reverend Father in God Henry Lord Biſhop of London; Our Right Truſty and Welbeloved Councellor Ralph Lord Montague, Maſter of Our Wardrobe; Our Truſty and Welbelo­ved Sir William Dolben Kt. one of the Iuſtices of Our Court of Kings Bench; and Our Truſty and Welbelo­ved Sir John Powell Knight, one of the Iuſtices of Our Court of Common-Pleas; or any Three or more of them, to receive, hear, and determine the Petitions and Claims which ſhall be to them Exhibited by any of Our Loving Subjects in this behalf, and We ſhall appoint Our ſaid Commiſſioners for that purpoſe, to meet, and ft in the Painted Chamber of Our Palace at Weſtminſter, upon the Twenty eighth Day of this inſtant March, at Nine of the Clock in the Forenoon of that Day, and from time to time to Adjourn as to them ſhall ſeem meet, for the Execution of Our ſaid Commiſſion, which We do thus Publiſh to the intent, That all ſuch Perſons whom it may any way Concern, may know when and where to give their Attendance for the Exhibiting of their Petitions and Claims concerning their Services before mentioned, to be done and performed unto Vs at Our ſaid Coronation. And We do hereby Signifie unto all and every Our Subjects whom it may concern, That Our Will and Pleaſure is, and We do hereby ſtraitly Charge all Perſons of what Rank or Quality ſoever they be, who either upon Our Letters to them directed, or by reaſon of their Offices, or Tenures, or otherwiſe, are to do any Service at the ſaid Day, or time of Our Coronation; That they do duly give their Attendance accordingly in all re­ſpects Furniſhed and Appointed as to ſo Greater Solemnity appertaineth, and anſwerable to the Dignities and Places which every one of them reſpectively holdeth and enjoyeth; And of this, They or any of them are not to fail, as they will anſwer the contrary at their Perils, unleſs upon ſpecial Reasons by Our Self, under Our Hand to be allowed, We ſhall Diſpence with any of their Services or Attendances.
