Die Sabbati, 9 Aprill, 1642.

THe Lords and Commons doe declare, that they intend a due and neceſſary reformation of the Government and Liturgy of the Church, and to take away nothing in ther one or other, but what ſhall be evill, and juſtly offenſive, or at leaſt unneceſſary and burthenſome: And for the better effecting thereof ſpeedily to have conſultation with Godly and learned Divines. And becauſe this will never of it ſelfe attain the end ſought therein, they will therfore uſe their ut­moſt endeavours to eſtabliſh learned and Preaching Mini­ſters, with a good and ſufficient maintenance throughout the whole Kingdom, wherein many dark Corners are miſerably deſtitute of the means of Salvation, and many poore Mini­ſters want neceſſary proviſion.
