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THe Polonians had no ſooner receiv'd the ſurprizing News of the departure of their late King, but they pay'd the Tears which were due to His Memory, wip'd their eyes, blew their Noſes, and conſider'd of a perſon fit to ſucceed. The Candidates who appear'd were numerous; Prince Prettyman Perkinoski appear'd in the Van, but they ſoon voted him non compos mentis: becauſe, though he was ſatisfied himſelf he was unlawfully begotten, yet he ply'd next Oars for an Hereditary Crown. Capellanoff le grand made a conſiderable Intereſt in the Dyet, out he was thrown out too, becauſe, whil'ſt but a Vice-Roy, he had miſs-imploy'd and imbez'l'd the Revenues that came near his hands; be­ſides, he had taken upon him the imploy of being the Mouth of the People of England, and their Clark too, to draw up their unmannerly Petitions. Jo­hannes Sheffieldiſlaus acquainted the Dyet, that as ſoon as he was dreſs'd, he would viſit them, to aſſure them, that he was not ſo ſupercilious as to deſpiſe the Government of Poland; And that, being diſappointed of the Firſt he aſpir'd to, he was reſolv'd to take the Next was proffer'd him. [But you are to underſtand by the way, that the Nobility of Poland are very familiar with their King; and having ſmoak'd the haughtineſs of this Spark's heart, his buſineſs was diſpatch'd.]
To reckon up all the Pretenders would be too tedious; therefore, in ſhort, the choice fell upon Arthur E. of A—y, adjudg'd by the moſt prudent part of the Dyet the fitteſt Perſon to ſucceed Anthony; and that, for his Religion, his Principles of Honour and Honeſty, his Natural Averſion to a Lineal Deſcent, for proof of his Religion, there needed no more, than that there have been entertain'd Men of all perſwaſions at this King Arthur's Round-Table, (for we muſt no longer call him plain Arthur.) Such a tem­per as this is chiefly requiſite in a Poliſh King: It being ſaid of Poland, That he that has loſt his Religion, may eaſily find it there. There ſhalt thou glut thy ſelf, O King Arthur! Thou admired Patron of Toleration; There you may pay the reſpects you owe to the Romanists, to the Lutherans, to the Calvinists, to the Arrians, Anabaptiſts, Anti-Trinitarians, &c. and thy Royal Conſort Queen Beſs, may, to her hearts deſire, ſit in ſtate in a Con­venticle every day.
His Principles of Honour and Honeſty appeared by his under-hand dealings with Toney of curſed memory; His averſion to the Succeſſion was ſuch, that the greateſt ties of gratitude could not reconcile him to it.
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Thus did King Arthur carry it from all the Pretenders; but what teem'd moſt of his ſide, was, his Old Age, and Decrepidneſs; for the Electors of Poland love to ſhift their Kings as faſt as they can; and long as much for election of a King, as any bawling Forty-ſhilling-Free-holder does in England for a new Knight of the Shire.
His Majeſty (we hear) has made ſome alterations of the great Officers of State, as well as thoſe about his gouty Perſon: having reſolv'd to pre­fer none but ſuch as merit his gracious Favour, whoſe Names are as follow:

Her Majeſty has only as yet made choice (being wholly devoted to Religi­on) of Her Chaplains, and is now only taken up in repenting (if poſſible) the God-nepping Act in Poland: being in Her Royal Opinion as de­ſtructive to Presbytery as the 35th. of Her Name in England.
