Right Honourable,

SInce my laſt unto you, of the 14. in­ſtant, the worke for reducing of Pembroke Castle hath boene much retarded, and buſineſſes have hap­pened contrary to our expectation, for the inſolent deportment of the Governour having awakence again a diſcontented party in this King­dom, which began to fall aſleep, and to acquieſce to the Orders of the Parliament, have now taken a reſolution upon them to aid and aſſiſt the ſaid Poyer, 2000. of [Page]Major Gen. Langhorns men being joyned with him which came out or South-wale.
But Col. Poyer having notice of their advance, forth­with diſpatched a private meſſenger from the Caſtle, to acquaint them, that upon their approach neer he was re­ſolved to make a ſaily forth, and to fall vpon our For­ces in their quarters, and deſired that they would be in re [...]neſſe to fal on upon the other ſide, which accor­dingly they did, inſomuch that our party were ſurroun­ded; but immediatly receiving the allarm, they pre­pared to receive them, and drew up into ſeveral Bodies, and charged the party commanded by Poyer himſelfe, and had totally routed them, had not the new Revolters immediatly charged them on the Rear: However, col. Flemming and his party defended themſelves gallantly, for the ſpace of half an hour, and engaged themſelves very much for the preſervation of their Ordnance and Artillery, but being over-powred and unprovided for their comming were forced to retreat.
They have ſlain divers, and a great many are wound­ed, Col. Flemming himſelf is  [...]ſſing, but it is hoped hee is not ſlain.
Our men are all diſperſed, and about 20 or 30 are carryed priſoners into the Caſtle.
The number of thoſe killed, is not yet certainly known but we hope not many, and that which ſupports out confidence therein, is their good appearance about Glo­ceſter, and the to vns adjacent.
The Commiſſioners that went thither are moſt of them taken.
They have alſo taken the two great Culverins which Col. Fleming landed to maintain a Battery, and carryed [Page]them into the Caſtle, together with all the Armes and Ammunition.
Col Poyer hath taken Pembroke towne, and from thence victuals the Caſtle. Hee ſends out parties dayly for the fetching in of proviſions out of the Countrey: And that he hath a deſigne to fortifie the town of Pem­broke, and to Garriſon thoſe that are come in for his aſſiſtance therein.
We have likewiſe received further advertiſements from South-Wales, That anothea party of Major Gen. Laughorns men are revolted from the obedience and command of the General, and hath taken poſſeſſion of Tinby Caſtle, and do pretend to keep it for the King and Parliament, according to their former Engagement and Covenant. Here is great talk in theſe parts, of the rai­ſing of a new Army for the King, the Royal party gi­ving out very high ſpeeches; but we hope care will be taken for the ſending of ſuch a ſtrength to South-wales as it is hoped will ſoon reduce thoſe parts, and bring the new Revolters to condigne puniſhment.
The inſolent Colonel hath declared his Reſolution to the Inhabitants of Pembroke, and hath ſent a Decla­ration and Propoſitions to the late Commander in chief of the Parliaments Forces, a Copy whereof, I have ſent you here incloſed, and remain

The Declaration and Propoſitious of Collonell Poyer Governour of Pembroke Caſtle, concerning his preſent proceedings touching the Kings Majesty and both Houſes of Parliament.
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SIR,

THE Order and Letter I read before your Drum to the Souldiers, they return this Anſwer. 1 That the Officers and Souldiers be paid part of their Arrears according to the proportion of others, and ſufficient ſe­curity for the reſt.
2. That one thouſand pounds be paid unto me, which I have disburſed, and my Arrears, as other officers ac­cording to my place and time of my ſervice; this gran­ted, we are ready to ſurrender Caſtle and all that wee have in our poſſeſſion; if not, we are reſolved, with the aſſiſtance of the Almighty, to hold the Caſtle for the King and Parliament, according to the Covenant by us taken, untill ſuch time that our Arrears, Diſburſments, and Indemnity be aſſured us, Our truſt is not in the arm of fieſh, but our hope ſtandeth in the name of the Lord, and if bloud be ſpilt, judge who ſhal anſwer it at the dreadful day of judgment; ſuch as ſeeks another mans [Page]uſe to enjoy what is his right, or that man that stands in his defence to ſave what is his, we have be stowed our times to good purpoſe, to be preclaimed traytors and Rebels for demanding our own, and no more but what your ſelfe and thoſe Mercenaries deſires that you have brought to murther us, and to take the bread out of the mouths of our wivrs & children.
I have no more but this, as David ſpake to Saul, when be hunted after has life, The Lord be Judge between us, whoſe heavenly protection, I am aſsured of, knowing our Cauſe to be juſt, I have not elſe to trouble you, but reſt,
Your humble Servant, John Poyer.

The Anſwer of Colonel Fleming to the ſaid Declaration.
COlonell Fleming being willing of himſelf to doe all things with gentleneſſe, and upon the advice and de­ſires of the Gentlemen of that County, promiſed to give him 200 l in ready money, and to enjoy the ſame terms for him­ſelf, and the Officers and Souldiers with him, as other ſuper­numeraries that are, or have been disbanded in other pla­ces. Ne promiſed alſo that his arrears ſhould be ſhould bee audited, and ſecurity given him for the payment thereof, &c. But theſe fair offers could not prevail, for he hung out his flag of defiance, and refuſed to ſubmit.

The General hath written to Col. Poyer, and I. col. Laug­horn, That whereas he underſtands there is ſome diſputes a­mongſt the Officers belonging to Major Gen. Laughornes, Forces concerning their diſbanding, pretending to the Com­miſſioners of Parliament appointed for that ſervice, that they deſire to be disbanded together, and other queſtions a­bout the quantities of money to be paid upon their disband­ing; That concerning the latter ſatisfaction is given by the Committee, by order from the Committee of Parliament for the Army: As for the other of deſiring to be disbanded together, it is directly contrary to thoſe rules his Excelency hath preſcribed hitherto for disbanding, and therefore his Excellency expects, that the ſame obedience which hath bin yeelded by all others, be likewiſe by them, and that they do forthwith upon ſight disband, Troop after Troop, and com­pany after company, until the work of disbanding be fini­ſhed.

Editorial practices
EEBO-TCP is a partnership between the Universities of Michigan and Oxford and the publisher ProQuest to create accurately transcribed and encoded texts based on the image sets published by ProQuest via their Early English Books Online (EEBO) database (http://eebo.chadwyck.com). The general aim of EEBO-TCP is to encode one copy (usually the first edition) of every monographic English-language title published between 1473 and 1700 available in EEBO.
EEBO-TCP aimed to produce large quantities of textual data within the usual project restraints of time and funding, and therefore chose to create diplomatic transcriptions (as opposed to critical editions) with light-touch, mainly structural encoding based on the Text Encoding Initiative (http://www.tei-c.org).
The EEBO-TCP project was divided into two phases. The 25,363 texts created during Phase 1 of the project have been released into the public domain as of 1 January 2015. Anyone can now take and use these texts for their own purposes, but we respectfully request that due credit and attribution is given to their original source.
Users should be aware of the process of creating the TCP texts, and therefore of any assumptions that can be made about the data.
Text selection was based on the New Cambridge Bibliography of English Literature (NCBEL). If an author (or for an anonymous work, the title) appears in NCBEL, then their works are eligible for inclusion. Selection was intended to range over a wide variety of subject areas, to reflect the true nature of the print record of the period. In general, first editions of a works in English were prioritized, although there are a number of works in other languages, notably Latin and Welsh, included and sometimes a second or later edition of a work was chosen if there was a compelling reason to do so.
Image sets were sent to external keying companies for transcription and basic encoding. Quality assurance was then carried out by editorial teams in Oxford and Michigan. 5% (or 5 pages, whichever is the greater) of each text was proofread for accuracy and those which did not meet QA standards were returned to the keyers to be redone. After proofreading, the encoding was enhanced and/or corrected and characters marked as illegible were corrected where possible up to a limit of 100 instances per text. Any remaining illegibles were encoded as <gap>s. Understanding these processes should make clear that, while the overall quality of TCP data is very good, some errors will remain and some readable characters will be marked as illegible. Users should bear in mind that in all likelihood such instances will never have been looked at by a TCP editor.
The texts were encoded and linked to page images in accordance with level 4 of the TEI in Libraries guidelines.
Copies of the texts have been issued variously as SGML (TCP schema; ASCII text with mnemonic sdata character entities); displayable XML (TCP schema; characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or text strings within braces); or lossless XML (TEI P5, characters represented either as UTF-8 Unicode or TEI g elements).
