O LORD JESVS CHRIST, Thou onely Begotten Sonne of God, and Saviour of all thoſe that truely be­leeve in Thee, Thou Eternall King and Prince of Victo­rie, by whom Sinne, Death, Devill and Hell is overcome and deſtroyed: Have pitie, and deliver thoſe People from the Might and Power of all thine and their Enemies, which Thou haſt redeemed with thy moſt Holy and Precious Blood, and exceding dearely bought to thy Everlaſting Kingdome.
3. GOD THE HOLY GHOST, Thou Divine Fire, which art the burning flame, light, vertue and ſtrength of all beleevers, kindle and revive thy members with the vertue [Page] of thy Strength, that they through the power of God may bee preſerved to eternall Salvation,
Thou Holy Trinitie, God the  [...]ather, God the Sonne, and God the Holy Ghoſt, in One Eternall, Divine and Vndiviſible Eſſence, performe and fulfill what thou haſt promiſed, concerning the maintaining of thy Word and Holy Name, and the delive­rance of thy People, and haſt in thy Eternall Counſell de­creed and eſtabliſhed againſt the rage and furie of the Devill and all his members.
For there is none like unto thee O Lord, thou art great, and thy Name is great, and thou canſt ſhew it in the very Deede; who ſhould not feare thee, O King of Nations: To thee Obe­dience is due, foraſmuch as among all the wiſe men of the Na­tions, and in all their Kingdomes, there is none like unto thee: Thou Lord art the true God, and the living God, an everla­ſting King, at thy wrath the Earth trembleth, and the Nations cannot abide thine indignation. The Gods that have not made the Heavens and the Earth, even they muſt periſh from the earth, and from under the Heavens. But thou haſt made the Earth by thy power, and eſtabliſhed the world by thy Wiſe­dome, and haſt ſtretched out the heavens by thine Vnderſtan­ding, When thou uttereſt thy voyce, there is a multitude of Waters in the Heavens. Ier. 10.
Thou Lord moſt high art very terrible, a great King over all the Earth, thou reigneſt over the Heathen, thou ſitteſt upon the Throne of thine Holineſſe. Pſal. 47.
The Heathens muſt deſpaire, the Kingdomes fall, the earth muſt periſh when he uttereth his voyce; he that maketh Wars to ceaſe unto the end of the Earth, that breaketh the Bow, and cutteth the ſpeare in ſunder; that burneth the Chariot in the Fire. Pſal. 46.
Thou breakeſt the ſhips of Tharſis with an Eaſt winde; as wee have heard ſo have wee ſeene in the Citty of the Lord of Hoſts, in the City of our God: God will eſtabliſh it for ever, Selah. God we waite for thy loving kindneſſe in thy Temple. [Page] According to thy Name, O God, ſo is thy praiſe unto the ends of the Earth. Thy Right-hand is full of Righteouſneſſe, Pſal 48.
Let the Heavens rejoyce, and let the Earth be glad, let the Sea roare and the fulneſſe thereof, let the Field be joyfull and all that is therein, and let all the Trees of the Wood re­joyce before the Lord, for hee commeth, hee commeth to Iudge the earth; he ſhall Iudge the World with righteouſneſſe, and the People with his Truth. Pſal. 96.
Hee bowed the Heavens and came downe, and darkeneſſe was under his feete. Pſal. 18.
A fire goeth before him and burneth up his Enemies round about; his Lightning enlightens the World; the Earth ſeeth it and trembleth, the Hills melt like waxe at the preſence of the Lord, at the Preſence of the Lord of the whole Earth. The Heavens declare his Righteouſneſſe, and all people ſee his Glory. Pſal. 97.
For the Lord ſhall Iudge and avenge his People, and have pittie upon his Servants. Deut. 32.
In Salem is his Tabernacle, and his dwelling place in Sion: there breaketh he the Arrowes of the Bow, the ſhield and the Sword and the Battell, Sela. Thou art more glorious and ex­cellent then the Mountaines of prey, the ſtout harted muſt bee ſpoyled, and ſleepe their ſleepe, and the Warrious muſt let their hands ſinck, at thy rebuke O God of Iacob, both the cha­riot and the horſe are caſt into a dead ſleepe; Thou, even thou art to bee feared, and who may ſtand in thy ſight when once thou art angry, when thou cauſeſt the Iudgement to bee heard from Heaven then the Earth feareth and is ſtill, Pſalme 76.
For, thou O Lord art a Iealous God, and a Revenger, yea a revenger is the Lord and furious; The Lord will take ven­geance on his adverſaries, and he reſerveth wrath for his Ene­mies, Nahum. 1.
Thou covereſt thy ſelfe with Light, thou ſtretcheſt out the [Page] Heavens like a Curtaine, thou layeſt the beames of thy cham­bers in the Waters, thou makeſt the clouds thy Charet, thou walkeſt upon the wings of the Winde. Pſalm. 104.
Thou art the Lord, Whoſe wayes are in the whirle-winde and in the ſtorme, and the clouds are the duſt of thy feet; thou that rebukeſt the Sea and makeſt it dry, and dryeſt up all the Rivers: the Mountaines quake at Thee, and the Hills melt: the Earth quaketh at thy preſence, yea the world and all that dwell therein; who can ſtand before thine Indignation, and who can abide in the fierceneſſe of thine anger; thy furie bur­neth like fire, and the Rocks are throwne downe by him. Ne­hemiah. 1.
Thou lookeſt on the Earth and it trembleth, thou toucheſt the Hills and they ſmoake: the earth trembleth and is moved, and the foundations of the Mountaines are moved and doe tremble, when thou art angrie. Pſal. 104.
Smoake goeth up out of thy Noſtrills, and a conſuming fire out of thy Mouth, whereby coales are kindled: thy Pavil­lion round about thee is darke, and darke thick cloudes where­in thou art hidden: at the brightneſſe before Thee the Clouds paſſe with Haile and lightnings, and the Lord thundred in the Heavens, and the higheſt gave his voice with Haile and coales of fire: He ſent out his arrowes and ſcattered them, he ſhort out lightnings and diſcomfited them. Pſal. 18.
Who is ſo great a God as Thou O God, thou art the God that doeſt wonders; thou haſt declared thy ſtrength amongſt the People; thou haſt powerfully redeemed thy people, the ſonnes of Iacob, and Ioſeph Sela. The waters ſaw Thee, O God, the water ſaw thee and were afraid, the depths were troubled, the thick cloudes powred out Water, the clouds did thunder, and thy arrowes went abroad: thy lightnings lightned the world, and the Earth trembled and ſhooke. Pſal. 77.
Great is our Lord, and of great Power, his vnderſtanding is infinite. Pſal. 147.
Whatſoever he pleaſeth that he doth in Heaven and in [Page] Earth, in the ſeas and in all deepe places, that cauſeth the Va­pours (and cloudes) to aſcend from the endes of the Earth, that maketh lightnings to raine, that bringeth the windes out of his Treaſures. Pſal. 135.

Who executeth Vengance in anger, and fury upon the Heathen, that would not hearken. Mich. 5.
For the Lord is a great God and a great King above all Gods; in his hand are the deepe places of the Earth, and the hights of the Hills are his, for the Sea is his, and he made it, and his Hands formed the dry land. Pſal. 95.
The Lord is great, and greatly to be praiſed, he is to be fea­red above all Gods: Honour and Majeſty are before him; ſtrength and beauty are in his Sanctuarie. Thy righteouſneſſe is like the great mountaines: Thy Iudgements are great deapths. Pſal. 36.
Surely the wrath of Man ſhall praiſe Thee, the remainder of wrath ſhalt thou reſtraine, Pſal. 76.
Great is the Lord, and greatly to bee praiſed, and his greatneſſe is unſearchable: his Kingdome is an everlaſting kingdome, and his Dominion en­dureth throughout all generations. Dan. 2. and 4. Pſal. 145.
The Lord bringth the Counſell of the Heathen to nought, he maketh the deviſes of the people of none effect, but the Counſell of the Lord ſtandeth forever: the thoughts of his heart to all generati­ons. Pſal. 33. Eſa. 8. & 13.

A VOYCE or Letter which denounceth Gods Vengeance and Iudgement to the Emperour and his Adherents.
Eſa. 30. A Voyce, By which the Lord of Hoſts out of Sion war­neth thus.
Ierem. 25. Ioel 3. Amos 1. Deut. 1 & 10 Eſa. 2 & 3. 1 Pet. 1. Eccl. 1. 10. 35. Rom. 2. 14. 4 Eſd. 11. 12. Sap. 6. Pſal. 36. 58. Revel. 16.It needeth not many diſputes or proofes to ſhew that the Ruler is no more eſteemed in the eyes of the Majeſtie of God the moſt High; (by whom there is no reſpect of Perſons, 2 Chron. 19. Gal. 2. Eph. 6. Col. 3.) then he that is under the rule.
Neither are further Demonſtrations neceſſary to prove that the Emperour, (who is the Horne or Temporall Head of that Terrible and hurtfull Beaſt, which breaketh all in peeces, and ſtampeth the reſidue with its feete, Dan. 7.) neither regar­deth nor hath regarded either the Lawes of God or of Nature, to conforme his Government there­unto, according to Conſcience, but by the Power of Satan domineereth directly againſt them, upon the Throne of God.
