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EDINBURGH, the 13 of December. 1644.

THe Committee of Eſtates, Taking to their conſideration the preſent condition & eſtate of this Kingdom, and how that many of his Majeſties good Subjects have been purſued by ſome unnaturall Countrey-men and Iriſh Rebels; Their Houſes burnt, Their Lands waſted, and, Their Corns and Goods deſtroyed; ſo as they have nothing left to live on to maintain their Wives, Children, and Fami­lies. And finding it juſt and neceſſar That ſuch as have ſuffered, or ſhall ſuffer, for their love to Religion, and ſafe­tie of the Kingdom, ſhould be tane notice of by the Pub­like; The Committee doth therefore declare, That every Gentleman that hath or ſhall be ſpoiled by the Rebels, and will be content to take Service, and ſhall have imployment according to their ſeveral conditions & abilities: And for ſuch as are poor & mean men, they ſhal be tane on in Ser­vice and maintained in the Armie: And for women and children, courſe ſhall be tane how they may be ſupplied. And how ſoon it ſhall pleaſe God to put an end to the troubles of this Kingdom, Then the Committee will take their ſeverell loſſes into conſideration; and according to the deſerving of the parties and prejudices ſuſtained by them, be carefull that they be ſupplied and repaired of their loſſes; as may beſt witneſſe that this Kingdom ac­knowledge themſelves bound in dutie, and by the Cove­nant, to be ſenſible of the ſufferings of their Brethren in the defence thereof. And ordains Publication to be made hereof by open Proclamation at all places needfull.
