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At Edinburgh, the Sixth Day of Auguſt, One thouſand ſix hundred and eighty nine years.

WHereas the Meeting of the Eſtates of this Kingdom, by their Procla­mation dated at Edinburgh, the thirteenth day of April, of this in­ſtant year of God, one thouſand ſix hundred eighty nine, did Command and Require all the Miniſters of the Goſpel within the Kingdom of Scotland, publickly to Pray for King VVilliam and Queen Mary, as King and Queen of this Realm, and to read that Proclamation from their Pulpits upon the ſeveral Lords Days therein expreſt; as alſo, the Eſtates of the Kingdom did Prohibite and Diſcharge any In­jury to be offered by any Perſon whatſoever, to any Miniſter of the Goſpel, either in Churches or Meeting-Houſes, who were then, viz. on the 13th of April laſt, in Poſſeſſion and Exerciſe of their Miniſtry, either in Churches or Meeting-Houſes, they behaving themſelves dutifully under the preſent Government. And it being moſt juſt and reaſonable, that the foreſaid Proclamation be fully Performed and Obeyed, as moſt neceſſary for the Security of the Peace of the Kingdom, and that ſuch Miniſters who gave Obedience ſhould be Secure under the Protection of the Law, and that the Pain of Deprivation be Inflicted upon all thoſe Miniſters who have Diſobeyed the Proclamation. Therefore the Lords of His Majeſties Privy Council, in their Majeſties Name and Authority, Do ſtrictly Command and Charge, that none of the Leidges take on Hand to do any Violence or Injury to any of the Miniſters of the Goſpel, whether they be Preaching in Churches or Meeting-Houſes, and that all ſuch as were in Poſſeſſion and Exerciſe of their Miniſtry upon the 13th Day of April laſt, be allowed to Continue undiſturbed, and that ſuch Miniſters as have been Removed, Diſpoſſeſſed or Reſtrained without a Legal Sentence in the Exer­ciſe of their Miniſtry, ſince the 13th day of April laſt, ſhall be Allowed to Return, and Exerciſe their Miniſtry without Diſturbance. And Ordains the Sheriffs and their Deputs, Stewards, Baillies, and other Magiſtrats, within their reſpective Bounds, to give their Aſſiſtance for mak­ing the Premiſſes effectual; As alſo, that ſuch Miniſters who have not read the Proclamation, and prayed for King VVilliam and Queen Mary, according to the Tenor thereof, may be Deprived of their Benefice, and Reſtrained to Officiat in their Churches. The Lords of His Majeſties Privy Council do Invite and Allow the Parochioners and Hearers of ſuch Miniſters as have neglected and ſlighted the reading of the Proclamation, and praying for King VVilliam and Queen Mary, to Cite ſuch Mi­niſters before the Privy Council; and grants Warrand for Citing and Adducing Witneſſes to prove the ſame, that ſuch Miniſters as have Diſobeyed, may by a Legal Sentence be Deprived of their Benefices, and that none of the Leidges at their own hand, without a Legal Sentence and War­rand, preſume to meddle in this matter. And Ordains theſe Preſents to be Printed, and Publiſhed by Macers of Privy Council, and Meſſengers, at the Mercat Croſs of Edinburgh, and other places needful, that none may pretend Ignorance.
