Foraſmuch as, by the Ninth Act of the Fourth Seſſion of this Our current Parlia­ment, The Eſtates of Parliament have freely and chearfully offered the Pole-mo­ney therein ſpecified, to be imployed for the ends and uſes expreſſed in the ſaid Act: And the Commiſſioners of Aſſeſſment, or their Quorum, and the Magiſtrats of Burghs Royal, are ordained to meet and conveen upon the days, and to the ends particularly therein mentioned: As alſo, the Lords of Our Privy Council are impowered to order and appoint ſuch further Methods and Courſes (beſides theſe by that Act appointed) as they ſhall judge fit, for ſtating and in-bringing of the ſaid Pole-money. And We conſidering, that the Pole-money offered by the ſaid Act, may be moſt effectually and profitably raiſed and levied by way of Publick Roup, in favours of the perſons who ſhall offer moſt for the ſame. Therefore We, with advice of the Lords of Our Privy Council, do hereby Or­dain publick Intimation to be made to all Our Liedges, that the Pole money in the above Act mentioned, is to be publickly Rouped by the Lords of Our The­ſaury and Exchequer, within Our Exchequer-houſe at Edinburgh, upon the twen­ty fifth day of July inſtant, betwixt three and five hours in the Afternoon; And that who ſhall bid moſt for the ſame, ſhall be preferred, and have Commiſſion or Right granted to them, for Uplifting and Collecting thereof, in the terms ap­pointed by the Act of Parliament. As alſo, That the Articles and Conditions of the ſaid Roup are lying in the hands of the Clerks of Our Theſaury and Exche­quer, to be ſeen by all concerned. And further, We with advice foreſaid, do hereby peremptorly Require and Command the Commiſſioners of Supply, and Magiſtrats of Burghs within their reſpective bounds, to meet, conveen, act, pro­ceed, and do in the ſaid matter of the Pole-money, as by the ſaid Act of Parlia­ment is appointed; and to return Liſts and Rolls to Our Theſaury, in the terms, and betwixt and the time particularly therein ſpecified. OUR WILL IS HEREFORE, and We Charge you ſtrictly, and Command, that inconti­nent theſe Our Letters ſeen, ye paſs to the Mercat-Croſs of Edinburgh, and to the Mercat-Croſſes of the Head-Burghs of the ſeveral Shires of this Kingdom; And there in Our Name and Authority, by open Proclamation, make publick Inti­mation of the premiſſes, that none pretend ignorance.
